Handle Installation	
�	 • �Position the side handle in-line with the holes on the 

workstation.

	 • ��Attach with 4x M6x16mm bolts and tighten with a 
10mm spanner/socket as shown in Fig. 1.

Attaching the Wheels	
�	 • �Be sure the drawers are locked and lay the cabinet on 

its top. Use packaging material or a blanket to protect 
the finish of the workstation.

	 • ��Attach the swivel brake wheels to the base of the 
workstation on the same side as the handle, using 
M10x20mm bolts, washers and spring washers as 
shown in Fig. 2. Tighten using a 16mm spanner/
socket.

	 • ��Repeat this process for the fixed wheels on the 
opposite side of the workstation.

	 • ��Return the workstation to its upright position.

Storage Holders Installation	
• �Position the storage holders in-line with the holes on

the workstation.

• ��Attach with 2x 10Gx15mm screws per storage holder
and tighten with a Philips head screwdriver as shown
in Fig. 3.

MAINTENANCE

Removing the drawers	
�	 • �Release the drawer latch and fully extend the 

empty drawer.

	 • �Push up one release lever while pulling down 
on the other release lever.

	 • �Pull the drawer outward until it is released 
from the drawer slide and fully remove drawer 
from the slides.

1. Wheel maintenance: Grease the wheels annually using high-quality bearing grease.

2. Drawer maintenance: Lubricate the slides semi-annually with high-quality bearing grease.

Re-inserting the drawers 	
�	 • �Extend the drawer slides.

	 • �Insert the brackets on each side of the drawer 
into the slots in the slides, being careful that 
they are properly positioned.

	 • �Once properly inserted, completely close 
the drawer to set the slides in their proper 
positions and make sure you go all the way 
in to engage the drawer latch.
