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Welding Table Lifting Clamps - Safety Guidelines 
METALMASTER Lifting Clamps are specifically designed for the safe lifting and 
transportation of welding tables.

The WT16-LFK2 & WT28-LFK2 lifting Kit makes lifting welding tables from 
overhead safe and easy. Each WT16-LFK2 bracket has a lifting capacity of 250kg 
and requires four clamping bolts and fits Ø16mm table holes. Each WT28-LFK2 
bracket has a lifting capacity of 500kg and requires four clamping bolts and fits 
Ø28mm table holes.

When using lifting clamps, all users must comply with general material-handling 
safety rules and relevant workplace regulations.

General Safety Requirements
•	� Ensure all eye nuts are fully threaded and sit flat against the bearing surface 

before lifting. 

•	� Confirm that clamping bolts are fully seated and tightened against the lifting 
bracket to achieve full clamping capacity.

•	� Verify that the lifting clamps are correctly positioned and securely attached 
before commencing any lift.

•	� Objects must not be lifted more than 100mm off the ground.
•	� Personnel must never stand or pass underneath suspended loads.

Load and Lifting Considerations
•	� Avoid applying lateral or side loads to the lifting bracket eye nut, as this will 

significantly reduce its load capacity. 

•	� Always use lift slings, chains, and accessories with the correct Working Load 
Limit (WLL), and ensure they are certified and compliant with Australian 
Standards.

•	� Check the total weight of the welding table prior to lifting.
•	� Use the correct number of lifting clamps to ensure the combined WLL 

exceeds the weight of the table being lifted.
•	� Larger welding tables require a minimum of four (4) lifting clamps to achieve 

safe load distribution and correct WLL capacity.

Inspection and Planning
•	� Inspect lifting clamps, bolts, and eye nuts for damage or wear before each 

use 

•	� Do not use damaged, worn, or modified lifting equipment.
•	� Plan the lift in advance and ensure the load remains stable and level at all 

times.

Please refer to the tables below for recommended welding table sizes and the 
corresponding quantity of lifting clamps required for safe transportation.

Lifting Angle – Safety Information  
Always refer to lifting and handling safety charts when selecting slings or chains with the correct Working 
Load Limit (WLL).

Lifting at an angle reduces the effective load capacity of slings and chains and must be accounted for during 
lift planning.

For example, lifting a 1,000 kg load at a 90° angle requires two (2) slings or chains, each with a minimum 
700 kg WLL.

Heavier tables require four (4) lifting clamps, while lighter tables require two (2) lifting clamps.
